Announcing Street Light Replacement Project

The Block Association is undertaking a project to replace our 1950’s style street lights with Bishops crooks, a style more appropriate to the period of the block. I’d like your help making this exciting change a reality. 

The historic lighting will make the block very distinctive – none of the neighboring blocks have this style fixture. The two closest examples are 91st St. between Broadway and Riverside Dr., and Riverside Dr. between 93rd and 94th Sts. The new lighting also complements the architecture on our block: the brownstones were built in the same decade – 1890 – that Bishops crook lights were first installed in the City. And the historic lighting beautifies the block – night and day – with no loss in the amount of illumination they produce.

The cost to install the new lights is $10,500. The Block Association, while reaching out to the co-op boards and landlords for the majority of the cost, is also seeking individual involvement  and would be pleased to accept whatever amount you can contribute. If 100 people contribute just $30 each, we’ll have met our individual contributor goal. I recognize that we recently sent you an annual dues reminder and you may not be able to contribute right now. We’ll accept contributions throughout the summer. Contributions are tax-deductible because we’re partnering with Landmark West on the project, which also reduces its cost from $44,000 to $10,500.

Local supermarkets closing

Our neighborhood is reportedly losing three supermarkets this year. The Gristede’s at Broadway and 107th St. has already closed and could be replaced by Garden of Eden, a small chain of gourmet stores in New York City. The new food store would not open for at least another year, according to The Columbia Spectator (March 5, 2004). The Gristede’s at Broadway and 100th St. will reportedly close this summer. The site, which is owned by the supermarket chain, will be redeveloped and include a new Gristede’s. The third supermarket to close is the West Side Market at Broadway and 110th St. That site will also be redeveloped; the food store may or may not re-open in the new building. So, with the closing of these supermarkets, what are your remaining choices? Here are some of them:

· University Market: Broadway and 115th St.

· CTown: 818 Columbus at 100th St.

· Fresh Direct 

· Oppenheimer Prime Meats: Broadway and 99th St.

Blossoms in Riverside Park

The Park's distinctive crabapples have brought beauty to generations of New Yorkers.  Their stunning spring displays, bright autumnal fruit, and picturesque branching forms create a breathtaking sight. Buds and flowers range from dark carmine to pink to white.  Many of our remaining mature crabapples are specified in the 1937 planting plan developed by landscape architect Gilmore Clarke, working under Comm. Robert Moses.  One well-defined characteristic of almost all vintage crabapples is their shape: branched very low to the ground with multiple trunks or stems spreading gradually upward and outward.  Age, disease, drought, and damage have reduced the Park's crabapple population.  Finding multiple stemmed replacements has been difficult since most nurseries today train them with a single stem.  However, our innovative Parks Comm., Adrian Benepe, has initiated strategies to increase NYC's inventory of historic crabapples. 

About the new subway gates

The block association recently wrote to Community Board 7 asking for what purpose gates were installed at the 103rd St. subway station.  Penny Ryan, the District manager, who was not aware of the gates, looked into the matter and wrote back:  “The MTA is installing gates at all entrances and exits when they renovate stations.  The gates will enable them to close off all or parts of the station in an emergency.  We’re checking further on this and will get back to you.  Thanks for bringing it to our attention.”

CB7 District Needs Statement

Every year around March Community Board 7 prepares a statement of needs for the district. Following are excerpts from the demographics section from this year’s statement; the entire statement is available on CB7’s website: www.cb7.org > Meet CB7. Demographic data source: US Census.

Demographics

The Upper West Side is one of the most densely populated areas in NYC with nearly 210,000 people in 2.1 sq. mi., according to 2000 Census figures. Community District 7 {CD7} (West 59th-110th Streets, Central Park to the Hudson River) is increasingly a destination for thousands of visitors each year.  50% of the land use is residential and mixed residential/ commercial, 21% open space and recreation.

In 2000, the district had 113,078 households, 41,752 families, 2,568 births and 1,540 deaths. Of the 12 Manhattan districts, CD7 ranks 3rd in population. From 1980-90, the population was up 2.1%. Since 1990, despite development and the influx of young families, the overall population is down 1.6%. Population growth occurred between West 59th and 65th St. ranging from 6 to 156% due to new residential buildings. 

The African-American population is down 18.5%,  now 9%. The Hispanic population declined 10.4% to 16.7%.  Asian or Pacific Islanders are now 5.6% of the district.  The white population remains reasonably stable with a modest decline of 2.4 %. 

In 2000, there were nearly 24,000 children ages 18 and under living in CD7, fewer than 12%. Roughly 9,600 were under 5; 14,500 aged 5 to 14; 6,800 ages 15 to 19. CD7 has the third highest concentration of youth in Manhattan. 

27,000 residents (13%) were 65 and older, a decrease from previous years. Frail, poor, and living-alone elderly increased. Of those 65 and older in CB7, just over 5% were below the poverty level, 47% lived alone. Citywide, the percentage of residents 80 years of age and older has increased in the past decade.

In Manhattan, CD7 stands 4th in wealth with a median household income of $64,125, an increase of 56% since 1990 and 100% since 1980. 43% of households earn more than $75,000. 

Many residents continue to live in poverty. In 2000, roughly 22,300 (11%) were below the poverty level. Residents of  West 104th-110th, Amsterdam to CPW are low- and moderate-income persons (less than 80% of the 2000 Census Median Family Income, or $41,700 for a family of four) and are eligible for Community Development Block Grant funds. 19,553 residents (9.4% of the population) received income support: 5,340 public assistance, down from 13,340 in 1994; 6973 Medicaid, up from 4,334; and 7240 SSI, up from 7,122. 10,108 persons received food stamps, up from 10,020 in 2001. CD7 ranks 6th of 12 Manhattan districts in number of people receiving services.

Shame On You: Racial Discrimination At Eden Café

(excerpted from CBS 2 Special Report))

On March 3 CBS 2 issued a Shame on You report about the Eden Café on Bwy at 105th St..  With their hidden camera, they documented an “apparent practice of racial discrimination.”  Theola Borden, a publicist for a major record company, wanted to have her birthday party there on Feb. 28. She phoned and said Alan Bresson, manager  told her the private room was available but when she went in person to reserve it, something very disturbing happened. Bresson said ‘Oh, I made a mistake. It's booked that night,’” Theola says.  She asked him to check alternate dates. "He said no, we're booked all the way through June."  "He didn't want a bunch of black people in there basically," she told Arnold Diaz of CBS.  

CBS decided to test the Eden Bar. CBS first sent two black employees of CBS to reserve the private room for a party on March 6.  Bresson said the requested date was booked, and that, “We don’t do reservations.”   He  told them March 6 was reserved as was every other date they asked about.  Two hours later, CBS sent two white CBS employees. Bresson told them the private room was available March 6 and also offered them other dates in March.  When confronted with this scenario on tape, Bresson denied that there was any bias at the Eden.   The restaurant's owner, Claude Waryniak, said he had no idea Bresson was doing this and would look into it.  So CBS 2 Hall of Shame inducted the Eden bar-restaurant and its manager Alan Bresson for reprehensible conduct.  Theola Borden has contacted the city's Human Rights Commission – which says it will file a complaint against the restaurant, the manager and the owner.  If found guilty, penalties include fines up to $50,000.
