How it works

 Call the security guard – 646.772.2236 – when you’re within a few blocks

 Ask him to meet you at either West End or Riverside

 He’ll watch you come onto the block and escort you to your building

Two things to keep in mind

 The guard is not permitted to leave our block

 He works six nights a week (for security reasons, his day off isn’t publicized)

Although you may not have known Susan (formerly of 309 West 104), you probably saw her on the street or in the park in her wheelchair blowing her way forward, as that was the only way she could propel herself. Susan died November 28 at the age of 59 of complications from Multiple Sclerosis. She was on the Block Association Board for a number of years and was its treasurer. During that time, she learned she had MS although the symptoms were not manifest to others for some years. She continued to teach math at the University Heights High School (an alternative school) despite the challenges MS posed for her. Toward the end of her teaching career, she had to struggle to make her voice sufficiently audible. She made a point of attending all the block association functions that she could. She was fortunate to have Veronita, her loyal caretaker, with her for many years. She and her strong spirit will be missed.

1 can of artichokes in water

¼ cup of mayonnaise

1-2 tablespoons fresh grated parmesan cheese

Drain artichokes.  Blend in food processor with mayonnaise.

Add parmesan to taste and serve.

1 jar of marinated artichokes

2 tablespoons of low fat mayo

2 tablespoons of low fat sour cream

1 tablespoon fresh grated parmesan cheese

Drain artichokes.  Blend in food processor with mayonnaise.

Add parmesan to taste and serve.

Vegetable Dip

1 cup mayonnaise

1 teaspoon cider vinegar

1 teaspoon ground ginger

4 teaspoons soy sauce

2 tablespoons milk

1 small grated onion

Blend all ingredients well with a whisk and serve cold with cut raw vegetables.

Note:  Former board member Mimi Shade began serving the first version of the artichoke dip at block functions several years ago.  Board member Barbara Bryan has adapted it slightly (second recipe) and board member Marsha Tantleff created an alternative dip that goes well with raw veggies.

While he does have bikes 
for sale, the shop is limited by its size, so he emphasizes service more 
than sales. Marcos prides himself on his customer relations, finding the 
right part that meets the customer's need, at the right price. Some typical 
repairs and their prices include: tune-up (including basic adjustment and 
lubrication), $40; flat tire (including tube), $8; brake or gear cables, $7; 
brake pads, starting at $5; wheel truing, $8 and up, depending on the wheel. 
Champion can provide parts needed for most repairs, and features a wide 
variety of accessories (locks, pumps, gloves, lights, etc.).
